1976 games held in Montreal to protest against aparthiegd1980 Olympics was boycotted by over 60
countries to protest against the Soviet invasiodfghanistan.The communist bloc returned the
compliment at the LoAngeles Olympics. More recently the world-wide protests and the attempt to
hamper the lighting as well as the run of the Olympic flame was another such instance to mark dissent by
pro-Tibetan protestors against China. It started when the the lighting ceremony of the Olympic flame was
being hampereddith protests all over the world as the Olympic torch passed through the cities like
London, Paris, San Francisco etc. Tigetan cause has finally caught the attention of the wdhe!
