Sleep mode was supposed to be the answer td@ Hagroblem is thalindows XPlets any program
override the sleep function. So if you have an anti-virus program running in the background, it might not allow
the computer to sleep. This flaw is the cause of countless failed laptop batteries, and the complete avoidance
of the sleep function by desktop users.
The third problem was administrative. Systems administrators in offices across the nation find it too confusing
or difficult to control power saving functions for all computers on the network. So, instead, they let individual
users decide. The result: millions of computers, and even monitors, stay on 24 hours a day and even sometimes
during weekends, with absolutely no power-saving functions on.

Green computingorgreen IT, refers to environmentally sustainable computing olt i$ “the study and

practice of designing, manufacturing, using, and disposing of computers, servers, and associated subsystems—
such as monitors, printers, storage devices, and networking and communications systems—efficiently and effectively
with minimal or no impact on the environment. Green IT also strives to achieve economic viability and improved
system performance and use, while abiding by our social and ethical responsibilities. Thus, green IT includes the
dimensions of environmental sustainahilitye economics of ergr eficiency, and the total cost of ownership,

which includes the cost of disposal and recycling. Is the study and practice of using computing résoemntdgs ef

The goals of green computing are similar to green chemistry;

. reduce the use of hazardous materials
. maximize energy efficiency during the product's lifetime
. promote recyclability or biodegradability of defunct products and factory waste

In 1992, the U.S. Environmental Protecé@ency launched Engy Sar, a voluntary labelling

program which is designed to promote and recognize energy-efficiency in monitors, climate

control equipment, and other technologies. This resulted in the widespread adoption of sleep mode among consumer
electronics. The term "green computing” was probably coined shortly after the Energy Star program began; there
are several USENEfosts dating back to 1992 which use the term in this ma@oaecurrentlythe Swedish
organization TCO Development launched the TCO Certification program to promote low magnetic and electrical
emissions from CRbased Computer Display; this program was later expanded to include criteriagyn ener
consumption, ergonomics, and the use of hazardous materials in construction.
