But every individual is made for something and when the apt time comes you shall be swept away in the

right place where you should be. As seniors we can guide you and enrich you with our experience. We can show
you the path, but you have to take the journey on your own. Here are some tips which shall help you in getting
through the dream company of many, Infosys.
Preparation for Infosys Technologies Ltd. cannot be done in a fortnight. It’s all about the grammar we’ve learnt
in school and how often do we put it in practice. Read a lot, be it novels, magazines or even news clipping. The
more one reads the more one gets to know how a correct a sentence is. Sentence correction and completion is
very important. For answering these questions we have to go via our ‘gut feeling’. The correct feeling shall come
only by practicing high school grammar.

Regarding the
English section studying from GRE (Word list, Practice List), Wren and Martin, vocabulary will be very helpful.
Prepositions and Tenses are very important. In other campus written tests direct questions come from GRE
practice tests 12th edn. Certification Courses like Infosys Soft Skills, BEC give you an edge over others. Puzzles
can be practiced from George Summers, Shakuntala Devi. Non verbal reasoning and diagrammatic puzzles
should also be practiced. We had 5 such questions in our paper. For logical reasoning you can go for books like
Arun Sharma, the ones from Arihant.
The interview round is the best part of the whole recruitment process for this company. No other company shall
make you more free and comfortable in this round. You just have to be yourself. It is a completely non technical
round with maybe a question or two from your projects. They sometimes give you situation analysis and you
should have a good analytical ability.

BIOLITE CAMP  STOVE COOKS AND GENERATES ELECTRICITY  :

This BioLite would come in very handy for hardcore campers and hikers. It functions as a very lightweight and
efficient little stove. It works excellently and can also use all of its leftover heat to power up different gadgets.

Now, I’m not saying you should use it constantly to text on your phone the
entire time you’re out camping.  However, it would be great to make sure that
your phone stays well powered in the event of an emergency situation.  The
rocket-stove only weighs 10 ounces and doesn’t require that you carry any
fuel with you.  It can bring a 1-litre pan of water to a boil in under 4 minutes. 
It does all of this by just burning random sticks that you gather along the way. 
It burns far cleaner than an average wood fire or petroleum stove.  Once your
fire gets up and going, there’s a thermoelectric generator that will run off of the excess heat and spin an electric
fan.It separates the wood gas from the burning wood itself and mixes that with oxygen. 

1.6TB Optical Disc Ready to replace today’s DVDs

The need for increased storage solutions has become a critical issue, giving researchers something to work on.
However, today’s DVDs could soon be replaced by “five-dimensional” discs with a capacity that is 10,000
times greater than what is currently available on the market. These could become available to consumers world-
wide within 10 years.

Researchers claim to have found a technique that allows them to store 1.6TB of data on a
optical disc, with the potential of storing up to 10TB, as technology advances.

Nano-structured material can be incorporated onto a disc in order to increase data capacity,
without increasing the physical size of the disc. Today’s technology uses a three spatial
dimension system, but with the use of nano-particles, two more dimensions, namely a spectral
and a polarization dimension, are introduced. This technology enabled them to increase the

storage capacity of the optical disc. However, there are some issues that require further investigating, and which
are related to the speed at which data is being written on the disc.
